So you can plant
them one month before the last expected frost. After the last frost, plant your warm-weather vegetables: corn, toma-
toes, cucumbers, and peppers.

" Feed and Water

At the seedling stage, your plants just need to be kept moist. Later on, make watering and feeding a regular routine. Aim
for the base of the plant.
